She
added that funding is becoming more difficult.

Access to new Police Station. Mr Moir asked if it would be possible to create an

Cllr McDonald said that the
Newlands Lane car park belonged to the Moray Council and they would require to
be consulted. It was agreed the Clir McDonald would liaise with Moray Council
regarding this matter.
